$150 EACH (see note 7).

. Lessons (ages 8 & up) run for four consecutive weeks
on your chosen day of the week starting January 5, 2026.
No “make-ups” will be given for missed lessons.

. A per diem group rental rate is NOT available until the
completion of the 6 week program and upon presentation
of an expired “Group Rental 6 Pac”. A $6 rental ‘Dam-

age Waiver’is included and insures against any damages
to rental equipment. It does NOT cover loss or theft!

6. The 6 week “Meal Plan” is available for grades 3-12. It

included. For skis longer than 190 cm, add $54 for a slope
topped locker.

9. A contribution to the “Ski Patrol Endowment Fund” is
